Behind the scenes Wayne and Geoff also complete a huge range of maintenance tasks, and
proactively initiate and design solutions to assist us in many facets of school life. We are very
appreciative of Wayne and Geoff generously donating their time and expertise to maintain and
improve our school grounds and buildings.

Parent Payments

Many thanks to those families who have paid in full or set up payment plans for the $220 Subject
Contribution. This charge covers essential learning items that are used, consumed or experienced
by your child and are, by the Government’s Parent Payment Policy, the family’s responsibility for
payment.

In addition to this payment, families are responsible for the cost of excursions, camp and swimming
pool admission (the school covers the cost of the swimming instruction). We work extremely hard
with service providers to keep all costs to families to the absolute minimum and, where possible,
use funds from the Subject Contributions to offset excursion and incursion costs. An example of this
is the Grade Prep to Grade Two excursion to Taskworks on May 17", The actual cost of this
excursion is $26 per student but we are only charging $20 with $6 coming from the Subject
Contribution payment (those families who have not paid their Subject Contributions will need to pay
the full $26)

$125 Financial Assistance For Parents - Camps, Sports and Excursions Fund (CSEF)

A reminder for parents who have a valid means-tested concession card - the Victorian Government
is providing funding assistance for Camps, Sports and Excursions, so please contact the office for
a copy of the form. This funding could be put towards next term’s camp or the cost of any excursion,
including swimming in Term Four.

At the next School Council meeting the time-table and costs for Term Four swimming will be
presented for approval and, once this is done, this charge will be added to student accounts so
families have ample time to make payment before the Term Four Swimming program begins.
